Returning as a performer to
Australia for the first time,
Nicki has an impressive list
of performances having
played with the legendary
guitarist and inventor, Les
Paul. Nicki and her sister,
Lisa Parrott headlined at the
prestigious Tribute to Mary
Lou Williams festival at the
Washington D.C Kennedy
Centre in 2002.

Among many notable musi-
cians in her C.V. are names
like Clark Terry, Michel
Legrand, Billy Taylor, Dick
Hyman, Terri Thornton,
Holly Hoffman, DIVA,
Marlena Shaw, Monica
Mancini, Patrice Rushen,
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Skitch Henderson, the New
York Pops Orchestra, Flor-
ida Pops Orchestra, Bucky
Pizzarelli, John Pizzarelli,
and José Feliciano.  Born
in Newcastle, Australia,
Nicki started piano at the
age of four, then took up the
flute as well, but switched to
double bass at the age of 15
because her sister Lisa, who
plays alto sax, wanted a
bassist for her group. Nicki
moved to Sydney to study
jazz at the New South Wales
Conservatorium of Music
and shortly after began to
play with well-known Aus-
tralian musicians.

Chatty, droll and restless,
Judy Carmichael is every-
thing a New Yorker ought
to be. Strictly speaking, she
is a transplanted New
Yorker, as she was raised in
California. Ragtime was her
first love (she learnt to play
Maple Leaf Rag as a young
child after her grandfather
offered $50 to the first of
his grandchildren to master
the finger-busting tune).

Today she is renowned as
one of the most polished
exponents of stride, a style
I nspiredo I whdse Heyday hadcome I N
and gone long before she
was born. Happily, there's

no hint of the museum
about her live displays.
Stride flourished in an era
when jazz was feel-good
entertainment rather than
art music, and when you
are in Carmichael's com-
pany you begin to appreci-
ate how infectious the
great piano professors must
have been. Her new album,
Come and Get It , finds
her swapping riffs with a
first-rate band including
that exuberant swing saxo-
phonist Michael Hashim, a
MYager wie Ho not see often
enough in London. But her
Knightsbridge date was

even more satisfying in a
way, as the stripped-down
duets with the cultured gui-
tarist Dave Blenkhorn gave
Carmichael ample soloing
room. Her crisp, bluesy
tone rang clear and true on
Up a Lazy River, and the
duo summoned up genuine
big band momentum on The
Boisdale Blues, a sinuous
tune named after another
Belgravia night spot. Car-
michael's uncluttered tech-
nigue came into its own
here, Blenkhorn adding
some extraordinarily deft
phrases.Carmichael (no
relation to Hoagy) is a ca-

pable singer too, as she
demonstrated on that time-
less warhorse Gee Baby,
Ain't 1 Good to You, the list
of luxuries augmented with
contemporary references to
bling and a flat in Mayfair.
An experienced radio pre-
senter and educator, Carmi-
chael knows how to season
a performance with just the
right amount of anecdotal
detail. Incidentally, it was
reassuring to see this stylish
venue - which had disap-
peared off the radar for a
while due to economic un-
certainties - working at full
capacity once more.
